2 Q. Okay. Assuming we're talking

3 about someone who is competent to say I saw
4 something, I felt something, I smelled

5 something, I touched something, or I heard

6 something. A direct competent witness.

7 A. Okay.

8 Q. Did you interview any direct

9 competent witnesses to the facts set out in
10 Exhibit 17

11 A. No, I did not.

12 0. Did the United States interview
13 any direct competent witnesses to the facts
14 set out in Exhibit 17

5 Q. When you say "charts that he

7 A. It would be William Browder and
8 his associates, his agents working for him.
9 Q. Okay. Would it be easier if you

12 A. Sure, that's fine.

13 Q. Would that be generically

14 correct?

15 A We saw bank records from Alfa
16 Bank, we saw bank records —-- we saw flow

17 charts and spreadsheets prepared from bank
18 records, along with the bank records from a
19 variety of Russian banks, wvarious Russian
20 banks, a bank in Moldova, and an American
21 bank.
22 Q. Which bank?
23 A. In preparing the complaint?
24 Q. Let's start off. We'll get back
25 to the flow charts in a moment.
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2 You saw bank records from Alfa

3 Bank?

4 A. We saw bank records from a

5 variety of Russian banks, or a spreadsheet

6 provided from some of their wire

7 transactions.

8 Q. Please. I'm not asking about

9 spreadsheets provided by —-- pieces provided.
10 Let's start off with, you say

11 that the United States saw bank records from
12 Alfa Bank. Is that correct?

13 A. I don't recall specifically

14 which Russian bank. I would need time to

15 prepare to make sure. But there were

16 several.

17 Q. Excuse me. The deposition

18 notice was served.

19 A. Correct.
20 Q. You spoke with the Assistant
21 United States Attorneys.
22 A. Correct.
23 Q. You did not read any documents
24 in preparation for the deposition?
25 A. Correct.
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2 Q. Are you in a position to

3 authenticate them?

4 MR. ADAMS: Objection.

5 A. No.

6 Q. Bearing in mind they are copies
7 and that you cannot authenticate them, what
8 is it you've seen of records that purport to
9 be of Alfa Bank?

10 A. We have seen copies of wire

11 transfers from Alfa Bank. And if I may, may
12 I refresh my recollection from the exhibit?
13 Q. Look at the exhibit.

14 A. 78 I believe it starts.

15 Okay. We have seen, referring
16 to paragraph 90 in the complaint, you will
17 see we've examined records from Alfa Bank,
18 held in the name of a Bank Krainiy Sever.

19 And they include wire transfers to and from
20 the Alfa Bank account.
21 Q. For the purpose of clarity, is
22 it the position of the United States that
23 Alfa Bank was a correspondent for a Russian
24 bank named Krainiy Sever?
25 A. Yes.
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2 Q. Have you seen the opening

3 account statements for Krainiy Sever at Alfa

4 Bank? Opening account documents, I'm sorry.

5 A. I have not seen the opening

6 account documents at Krainiy Sever.

7 Q. Do you have the record of all

8 deposits and withdrawals —-— I'm sorry.

9 Do you have copies of the items
10 deposited into the account at Krainiy Sever,
11 of Krainiy Sever, at Alfa Bank, for the
12 period January 1, 2008 to March 30, 20087
13 A. We have copies of some of those.
14 Q. Do you have copies of all of
15 them?

16 A. No.

17 Q. Do you have copies of the

18 transfers out of the account of Bank Krainiy
19 Sever at Alfa Bank for the period January 1,
20 2008 to March 30, 20087

21 A. Again, we have some of these

22 records.

23 Q. And those are all

24 unauthenticated?

25 MR. ADAMS: Objection.
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2 A. I'm not in a position to

3 authenticate them, no.

4 Q. From whom did you receive them?
5 A. From William Browder.

6 Q. Is he in a position to

7 authenticate them, according to what he told
8 you?

9 A. No, not that I'm aware of.

10 Q. Do you know what the deal

11 balances were in the account of Bank Krainiy
12 Sever at Alfa Bank during the period from

13 January 1, 2008 through March 30, 20087

14 A. Some of them.

15 Q. The daily balances?

16 A. There would be copies on a —-—

17 some of the wire trans —-- transactions were
18 transposed into a spreadsheet that had daily
19 balances.
20 Q. By whom was that transposition
21 done?
22 A. Heritage agents.
23 Q. Do you know whether they had
24 access to all of the items in and all of the
25 items out?
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2 A. I do not.

3 Q. Were you a revenue agent or a

4 special agent?

5 A. Special agent.

6 Q. Would you prepare a chart of a

7 daily balance on an account without the

8 items in and the items out?

9 A. That would depend on what —--

10 what's the purpose of the chart and why I'm
11 creating it and what I'm being asked, the

12 chart is showing. 1In general I prepare work
13 products that are comprehensive and would

14 include all transactions.

15 Q. Did you see the transactions out
16 from Bank Krainiy Sever?

17 A. Some of the transactions, yes.
18 Q. Were they going from Alfa Bank?
19 A. If T may have a moment.
20 They were going from Alfa Bank.
21 Q. And the transactions that you
22 saw, where were they going to?
23 A. They were being transferred to a
24 Moldovan bank, Banca De Economii, and to two
25 different companies in Moldova.
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2 that includes Treasury money, to the extent
3 that you know anything, is that it is

4 possible? You have 370 million rubles more
5 going out than is coming in. And we're

6 talking about a transfer to Prevezon of a

7 total of $857,353.187?

8 A. Correct.

9 0. So what is the mathematical

10 necessity, 1f any, for the money from

11 Krainiy Sever being from the Treasury that
12 went into Prevezon?

13 A. The equivalent ruble amount that
14 goes into the Prevezon account would have to
15 be at least the equivalent ruble amount that
16 exited the Krainiy Sever account.

17 Q. That's an assumption. Correct?
18 A. That's an accounting assumption,
19 yes.
20 Q. But it's not that you have
21 someone saying I directed the transfer to go
22 here, and someone else saying I directed it
23 to go there because that was part of the
24 agreement?
25 A. That's correct.
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Q. You have none of that?
A. No, we don't have that.
Q. So every transfer here is based

on copies that are not authenticated, of

records that are incomplete, based on an

accounting assumption. Is that right?
A. That would be correct.
Q. I asked you before if the United

States is aware whether the account at
Elenast went to zero at some time prior to

February 13th after February 1lst.

A. Yes, we talked about that.

Q. Is the United States aware of
that?

A. That it went to zero in between

those two time frames, no, we are not.

Q. Do you know whether or not money
went to Elenast from other accounts than
Krainiy Sever?

A. I'm unaware of where it came
from.

Q. Have you seen the records of
FElenast at Banca De Economii?

A. I've seen some of the records.

5 A. No, I do not.

6 Q. Do you have statements showing
7 the daily balances for each date?

4 BY MR. MOSCOW:

5 Q. Mr. Hyman, we took a break to

6 consult.

7 A. Yes. While we don't have any

8 bank records or bank opening documents

9 regarding who authorizes the transfer of the
10 Bunicon and Elenast records, what we do have
11 is a statement by a representative,

12 Mr. Katsyv, that a Mr. Petrov, was sending
13 money for him to purchase property in New

14 York, but he was directing Mr. Kim to send
15 the money. And these transfers from Bunicon
16 and Elenast, which were themselves

17 mischaracterized as sanitary supplies, were
18 then sent to Prevezon.

19 MR. MOSCOW: What was the
20 question that was asked when we took a
21 break.
22 (Record read as requested.)
23 BY MR. MOSCOW:
24 Q. The question is who. Do you
25 have an answer?
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2 A. I would say it would be

3 Mr. Petrov based on the statement that was

4 given by the representatives. Are you

5 talking about the specific bank?

6 Q. The statement that you just gave
7 is that Katsyv said that Petrov said that

8 Kim did something —-- owed him money. Right?
9 A. Something to that effect.

10 Q. So if the transfer is coming

11 from Elenast to Prevezon, would it be Kim

12 sending it or Petrov?

13 A. It would be Kim sending it on

14 Petrov's behalf.

15 Q. Leave that aside for the moment.
16 The question is who directed the transfer?
17 A. It would be Kim.

18 Q. Okay. Before we broke, the

19 question was, who directed the transfer.
20 And your answer 1is that it was —-- that you
21 do not know, but that if in fact a statement
22 you attribute to Katsyv about what Petrov
23 said that Kim did is correct, then it would
24 have been Kim?
25 A. That would be correct.
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2 Q. It's a lot of hypotheticals;

3 isn't it?

4 MR. ADAMS: Objection.

5 A. I —— based on the statements

6 that we have —-

7 Q. Did you check —-- the statement
8 from Katsyv, who interviewed him?

9 A. The statements actually came

10 from his representative.

11 0. Who in the United States

12 interviewed his representative?

13 A. No one that I'm aware of.

14 Q. So the statements actually came
15 from someone else; is that correct? Not

16 from his representative. The statement --
17 A. Right.

18 0. —-— attributed to his

19 representative came from someone other than
20 his representative. Is that correct?
21 A. That would be correct. They
22 were also posted on the web.
23 Q. Does posting something on the
24 web make it true?
25 A. No.
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2 Q. Did you verify if it was true?
3 A. No.

4 Q. Did you call the representative?
5 A. No, I did not.

6 Q. Did anyone from the United

7 States call the representative?

8 A. Not that I'm aware of.

9 Q. Who provided you with the

10 statement that purports to be from the

11 representative reflecting what Katsyv said
12 that Petrov said that Kim might have done?
13 A. This would come from the

14 Hermitage agents, as well as the websites
15 maintained by Hermitage.

16 Q. So that all reduce down to

17 people taking direction from Browder?

18 A. Presumably.

19 Q. And you found him credible?
20 A. Yes.
21 Q. Is there any other basis for
22 that case than your finding of him to be
23 credible?
24 A. Well, I mean, some of the
25 statements he gave us are corroborated by
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2 other documents that he provided.

3 Particularly, for example, the initial

4 Russian wire Treasury —-- the transfers, the
5 fact that not only is he alleging that they
6 were inappropriate, but there is actually a
7 copy of a Russian conviction regarding this
8 scheme that shows that these were

9 illegitimate transfers. And other -—-

10 Q. No, let's step back.

11 A. Okay.

12 Q. From whom did you obtain the

13 Russian conviction?

14 A. Hermitage agents.

15 Q. How many convictions did they
16 give you?

17 A. There were three people

18 convicted. So I have a copy of at least one
19 court document, or what purports to be a
20 court document.
21 Q. Okay. Who were convicted?
22 A. There were three defendants.
23 And if I can refresh from Exhibit 1, I
24 believe we mention their names.
25 We have a one Mr. Markelov, a
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2 Mr., I'm probably going to mispronounce

3 this, Khlebnikov, and —-- and there is also

4 another individual who is also named but not
5 yet convicted. But there is at least two

6 people given those names.

7 Q. Do you have records of the

8 convictions of Markelov and Khlebnikov?

9 A. I have copies of the convictions
10 that were provided by Hermitage agents.

11 Q. Do you know if they're genuine?
12 A. They appear to be, but I do not
13 know for certain.

14 Q. Do you have a copy of the

15 conviction of Browder?

16 A. I do not.

17 0. Was he convicted of fraud?

18 A. I'm aware that Browder, along

19 with Sergei Magnitsky, was convicted of some
20 offense in Russia. I don't know
21 specifically what the offense was.
22 Q. Did you read the document —-- did
23 you obtain the document, let's start off
24 with that, did you obtain the document?
25 A. No, I did not. His conviction,
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2 no, I did not.

3 Q. Would a fraud conviction affect
4 your opinion of someone's credibility, vyes
5 or nov?

6 A. Potentially.

7 Q. Did you read the conviction?

8 A. No, I did not.

9 Q. Did you ever attempt to get in
10 touch with Katsywv?

11 A. No, I did not.

12 Q. Did you ever attempt to get in
13 touch with his lawyer in New York before
14 your serving legal process?

15 A. No, I did not.

16 Q. And you did not attempt to get
17 in touch with Representative One?

18 A. No, I did not.

19 Q. Did you ever attempt to get in
20 touch with Petrov?
21 A. No, I did not.
22 Q. Was Petrov a member of the
23 organization?
24 A. I don't know.
25 Q. Do you have any evidence
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2 A. Right.

3 Q. So you can't say that money came

4 back; can you?

5 A. I cannot.

6 MR. MOSCOW: Bear with me for a

7 moment .

8 THE WITNESS: Sure.

9 Q. Just to be clear, you can't say
10 that money came back to Prevezon Holdings or
11 to the United States? Either one, you can't
12 say either?

13 A. Is your question can I say did
14 AFI Holdings transfer money back to the

15 United States because of this, the purchase
16 of the sale of the stock?

17 Q. No, that's not what I'm asking.
18 A. I'm not exactly sure what you're
19 asking.

20 Q. Did Prevezon Holdings continue
21 to own the stock that it bought in AFI

22 Europe through 20137

23 A. Yes.

24 Q. Do you have any evidence as to
25 the purpose of any transfers, if they took,
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2 place from AFI to Prevezon Holdings?

3 A. No.

4 Q. Now, directing your attention,
5 if I could, to Exhibit 1. Directing your

6 attention to paragraph —-- before we get

7 there.

8 What witnesses have you

9 identified who are competent to talk about
10 Dennis Katsyv's state of knowledge?

11 MR. ADAMS: Objection.

12 You can answer.

13 A. His state of knowledge of what?
14 MR. MOSCOW: Withdraw the

15 question.

16 Q. What witnesses have you

17 identified who are competent to testify that
18 Prevezon Holdings knew about the $230

19 million tax refund fraud?
20 A. None at this point.
21 Q. What witnesses have you
22 identified, if any, who are competent to
23 testify about the intention of Prevezon
24 Holdings to promote the carrying on of
25 specified unlawful activity?
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2 A. Leaving aside from the fact that
3 a company doesn't have an intention as

4 opposed to its actors. Or its principals.

5 We have no evidence —-- we have nothing that
6 would give us any evidence. However,

7 pending the completion of discovery, we hope
8 to find that evidence, some of that

9 evidence.

10 Q. You hope to have Dennis Katsyv
11 come in and say that he intended to launder
12 money and knew that it was part of the

13 fraud. Is that your statement?

14 MR. ADAMS: Objection.

15 A. If he does that, we would be

16 more than happy to take that statement.

17 0. And if he doesn't?

18 MR. ADAMS: Objection.

19 A. If he doesn't, we will continue
20 going through our evidence and what we
21 obtain from discovery.
22 Q. Did you file a forfeiture action
23 in this case? Did the United States?
24 A. Yes, it did.
25 Q. Are you familiar with Rule G,
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the supplementary rules for admiralty,
maritime?

A. No.

Q. Okay. 1Is the United States
familiar with those rules?

A. I presume yes. But again, I'm
not an attorney, so I'm not really qualified
to speak on that.

Q. What is the evidence that eleven
defendants accused engaged in financial
transactions involving the proceeds of the
$230 million scheme?

A. Well, we have the tracing to
Prevezon Holdings, and we have Prevezon
Holdings forming these entities and then
using funds to purchase property. So those
would be financial transactions.

Q. But the funds that came from
Bunicon and Elenast are the funds at issue;
are they not?

A. Yes.

Q. And they were all from Europe;
were they not?

A. Yes.
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
